He spent a
considerable amount of time working at Howl at the Moon in Indianapolis and
making magical memories for guests at Jellyrolls, a dueling piano bar at
Disney’s Boardwalk Resort in Florida. The pinnacle of his career was when he
was able to become his own boss and entertain for weddings and corporate
events with his business Orlando Dueling Pianos. 

 

Johnny went on to meet his best friend in his wife Meagan, shortly after
moving to Florida. They shared a love for college sports, music and Disney.
Together, they watched his beloved Michigan Wolverines, which usually



involved a lot of yelling at the television, living room tailgates and good luck
game day rituals. Meagan and Johnny had a natural chemistry and you could
see why they were such a good match for one another. 

 

Johnny’s children were the loves of his lives. His 15 year old daughter Hannah
was his best pal. They had countless memories together and lots of inside
jokes. His 1 year old daughter Charlotte brought recent joy into his life. He
made lots of memories playing and singing to her, swinging and having
daddy/daughter dance parties to Disney music.
