He laughed a lot and most recently loved watching a YouTube video with a kid
talking to his mom. He watched this Linda, Linda video at least a hundred
times and I know that little kid did more to help him through this time than any
medicine ever did or could. 

 

We feel fortunate we were able to care for him for the last 3 years. We will
remember and cherish this time we spent together for the rest of our lives. He
leaves a lasting legacy of friendship, kindness, respect and love for everyone
he met or who crossed his path. This is how those who knew William Dones
will always remember him.As he joins my mom and the rest of his family in
heaven, we know he is looking down on all of us and smiling, because that’s
Willie.
